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Building Safety Act Policy
Introduction
The Building Safety Act 2022 (the Act) introduces a new regulatory framework for the design, construction, and occupation of higher-risk buildings in the UK, with the aim of ensuring the safety of residents and users. 2. Building Safety Manager
Role: The Building Safety Manager is appointed by the Accountable Person to oversee the day-to-day management of building safety in higher-risk buildings.
Responsibilities:
· Implement the Building Safety Case Report, ensuring that all building safety risks are managed effectively.
· Coordinate regular safety inspections, maintenance, and risk assessments.
· Ensure that fire safety measures, including fire doors, alarms, and evacuation routes, are properly maintained and tested.
· Engage with residents to provide safety information, address concerns, and encourage compliance with safety measures.
· Liaise with the Building Safety Regulator, ensuring that all statutory duties are fulfilled.

3. Principal Designer
Role: The Principal Designer is responsible for planning, managing, monitoring, and coordinating health and safety in the pre-construction phase of a project.

· Provide relevant safety information to the Principal Designer, Principal Contractor, and Building Safety Manager.

6. Residents
Role: Residents are responsible for complying with building safety measures and reporting any safety concerns to the Building Safety Manager.
Responsibilities:
