5. PPE (Personal Protective Equipment): As a last resort, what PPE is necessary to protect against the residual risk?

Ongoing Monitoring and Review
1. Regular Review: This risk assessment should be reviewed regularly as the project progresses and updated if new hazards are identified or if there are significant changes in the design or construction approach.
2. Sign-Off: The Principal Designer and Design Team should sign off on this document to confirm that all reasonable steps have been taken to identify and control risks.
