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Construction (Design and Management) Regulations (CDM) Policy

Introduction
The Construction (Design and Management) Regulations 2015 (CDM 2015) are designed to improve health, safety, and welfare in the construction industry by ensuring that construction projects are planned and managed safely and effectively from start to finish. Scope

CDM 2015 Key Roles and Responsibilities
1. Clients

2. Designers
Role: Designers are individuals or organisations who prepare or modify designs for a building or product, or prepare or modify specifications for construction work.
Responsibilities:
· Eliminate, reduce, or control foreseeable risks that may arise during the construction, maintenance, or use of the building once it is built.
· Provide information about any significant risks associated with their designs to the Principal Designer, other designers, and contractors.
· Ensure that their designs include adequate information to ensure the safety of those constructing, maintaining, or using the structure.
· Work with the Principal Designer to ensure that the design takes account of health and safety risks.

3. Principal Designers
Role: The Principal Designer is the designer appointed by the client in projects involving more than one contractor, to plan, manage, monitor, and coordinate the pre-construction phase.
Responsibilities:
· Plan, manage, monitor, and coordinate health and safety during the pre-construction phase.
· Identify and eliminate or control foreseeable risks during design work.
· Ensure that other designers comply with their duties under CDM 2015.
· Liaise with the Principal Contractor to help in the planning, management, and monitoring of the construction phase.
· Prepare and provide relevant information for the Health and Safety File.
· Ensure that the client is aware of their duties under CDM 2015.

4. Principal Contractors
Role: The Principal Contractor is the contractor appointed by the client to manage the construction phase of a project involving more than one contractor.
Responsibilities:
· Plan, manage, monitor, and coordinate the construction phase, taking account of the Health and Safety Plan.
· Ensure that the construction phase plan is drawn up and that workers have the skills, knowledge, and experience to carry out their work safely.
· Ensure that suitable welfare facilities are provided throughout the construction phase.
· Ensure that the site is secure and risks to health and safety are managed effectively.
· Liaise with the Principal Designer to ensure that any ongoing design work takes account of health and safety during the construction phase.
· Provide the necessary information to ensure that the Health and Safety File is up to date.

5. Contractors
Role: Contractors are individuals or organisations that carry out construction work, including self-employed individuals.
Responsibilities:
· Plan, manage, and monitor the construction work under their control to ensure that it is carried out safely.
· Ensure that workers they employ or manage have the skills, knowledge, training, and experience to carry out their work safely.
· Comply with the Construction Phase Plan and other requirements of CDM 2015.
· Cooperate with the Principal Contractor, other contractors, and designers to manage health and safety risks.
· Ensure that appropriate supervision is provided and that workers understand the risks associated with their work and how they are to be managed.
· Provide suitable welfare facilities for workers under their control.

6. Workers
Role: Workers are individuals employed to carry out construction work, whether directly by the Principal Contractor or a subcontractor.
Responsibilities:
· Take care of their own health and safety and that of others who may be affected by their actions.
· Report any risks or hazards they encounter to their supervisor or site manager.
· Follow site rules, safety procedures, and instructions provided by their employer or the Principal Contractor.
· Cooperate with their employer, contractors, and the Principal Contractor to ensure that health and safety risks are managed.
· Use all safety equipment and personal protective equipment (PPE) provided to them.

Health and Safety Management
Risk Assessment and Management
· Risk Assessments: Risk assessments will be carried out at all stages of the construction project to identify potential hazards and implement control measures.
· Method Statements: Method statements will be prepared for high-risk activities, detailing how work will be carried out safely.
· Control Measures: Appropriate control measures, including the use of PPE, safe working practices, and emergency procedures, will be implemented to manage risks.

Construction Phase Plan
· Development: A Construction Phase Plan will be developed before the start of construction work, outlining how health and safety risks will be managed during the construction phase.
· Content: The plan will include details on site rules, arrangements for managing health and safety, welfare facilities, and emergency procedures.

Health and Safety File

· Handover: The file will be handed over to the client at the end of the project and should be kept available for future reference.

Training and Competence
· Training: All workers will receive appropriate training, including site induction, task-specific training, and ongoing health and safety training.
· Competence: Workers must have the necessary skills, knowledge, training, and experience to carry out their work safely. Contractors will ensure that workers meet these requirements before starting work.

Communication and Consultation
· Site Meetings: Regular site meetings will be held to discuss health and safety issues, review progress, and address any concerns.
· Consultation: Workers will be consulted on health and safety matters, and their input will be valued in managing site safety.
· Reporting: A clear process for reporting accidents, incidents, and near misses will be established, and all reports will be investigated to identify root causes and prevent recurrence.

Monitoring and Review
