Construction Products Regulation 2011 (CPR)
The Construction Products Regulation (CPR) 2011, initially a European Union (EU) regulation, harmonises the performance information for construction products across the EU. It mandates the CE marking of regulated products, ensuring consistency in product performance data across the market.
Following Brexit, the UKCA marking has been introduced as the new product marking for goods placed on the market in Great Britain. This policy addresses both the CE and UKCA marking requirements to ensure compliance with the current legal frameworks in both the UK and the EU.
Company Commitment
Our company is dedicated to ensuring that all materials, goods, and components are:
· Safe: Products must meet all relevant UK and EU directives, ensuring they are safe for use.
· Compliant: All products must carry the appropriate CE or UKCA marking and comply with current legal requirements and manufacturers' guidelines at the time of use.

Procurement Standards

Product Information and Marking
CE Marking
The CE mark denotes that a product has met EU safety, health, and environmental requirements. Products carrying the CE mark must include information on:
· Safety
· Testing criteria
· Fire resistance
· Mechanical resistance and stability
· User instructions, including hygiene and environmental instructions
· Protection against noise
· Energy economy and heat retention
· Sustainable use of natural resources
· Handling instructions
· Storage recommendations
· Maintenance requirements
· Warranties

UKCA Marking
The UKCA marking, effective from 1 January 2021, applies to most goods previously subject to the CE marking within Great Britain. This includes aerosol products that required the ‘reverse epsilon’ marking.
· Transition Period: The CE marking will be recognised in the UK until 30 June 2025, providing a transition period for businesses to adapt to the new UKCA requirements.

Health & Safety Compliance
Health and safety legislation significantly impacts our purchasing decisions, including the use of sub-contractors or outsourced activities. We ensure that:
· Machinery and Equipment: All purchased or hired machinery and equipment come with relevant safety information, certifications of compliance, and instructions on safe use.
· Compliance with Regulations: All equipment must comply with UK and EU directives, including The Supply of Machinery (Safety) Regulations, The Provision and Use of Work Equipment Regulations (PUWER), and The Control of Substances Hazardous to Health Regulations (COSHH).

· Supplier Credentials: Suppliers must provide evidence that they meet our quality, environmental, and safety standards. This evidence is reviewed and updated regularly to retain approved status.
